STUART HAS THE GOLF FACTOR - WINNING THE EAST ANGLIAN REGION 2010

16-year-old Stuart from St Neots claimed victory to win Golf Factor 2 Junior Talent Search for the East Anglian Region 2010 at Brampton Park Golf Club on Sunday 19th September

Stuart an eleven handicap golfer from St Neots came out on top of an elite field of 16 junior golfers from across East Anglia who all had high hopes of taking home the Winner’s Trophy along with collecting some fantastic prizes on offer. Just behind him were runners-up Alex Wilkens, aged 13 from West Row, Bury St Edmunds and Owen Meeds aged 8 from St Neots

On what proved to be a tough day, both mentally and physically the youngsters had to take on a putting, pitching, chipping & driving challenge before going on to negotiate a very demanding 9 holes over Brampton Park Golf Course in the afternoon. Tim Button of John Letters Academy explained the course was ‘perfect for the juniors as the course rewarded accuracy more than length which meant a much fairer test for all ages. Blustery winds and the threat of imminent rain meant the course would challenge all golf skills, with the ball getting little roll into the wind. Combined with tight fairways and fast greens it was always going to require the most focused and dedicated golfer to overcome the challenging layout.

Judges and PGA Professionals Tim Button, Matt Rice and Ian Cochrane, followed the groups. Matt revealed ‘The final itself was a great day and some of the golf was fantastic, it’s a shame there was only one winner". Stuart has been working with Jason Boast from the John Letters Academy at the Cambridge Golf & Conference Center near Cambridge where the competition is hosted, said “Stuarts hard work  and commitment has resulted in his handicap dropping from 15 to 11 in 3 months”.

Tim Button was very much impressed with the competitors on the day ‘Sunday showed that golf as a sport can set itself apart from other sports by the respect shown by spectators and towards other competitors. It was a fantastic event and all the players were a credit to themselves and their families.’ Echoing that sentiment was the fact that Brampton Park Golf Club had provided courtesy of the course for the day.

For the youngsters possibly the hardest shot of the day was the tee shot on the 4th hole, the signature hole at Brampton Park requiring 160 yards carry to the green which is surrounded by water. Stuart carded a 4 on this hole and also scored remarkably, 4 on all of the 9 holes for a gross score of 36 and 23 points.

John Andrew, Founder of Golf Factor said ‘this year has been a huge success, we’ve learnt a lot from the first Golf Factor, listened to the kids and we’re developing the competition which is getting bigger and better. With Junior Coaching programmes available at the John Letters Academy along with Junior Golf Camps and School Group Coaching sessions it’s no surprise so many of today’s kids are turning to the fun and healthy sport of golf.
